Green and Inclusive Community Buildings Program Update:

The Municipality of Middlesex Centre was not successful in the recent grant
application for the llderton Arena. Staff will be bringing a report to a future
Council meeting with a project plan and budget to move forward with
renovating the arena and lobby.

Ice Allocation Policy Project Update:

Staff have conducted two stakeholder meetings with minor sports and adult
user groups.
